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Iris Long Term Topic Overview – Cycle 1 
Each class (Clover, Iris and Lily) has a long-term topic overview, there are 2 cycles per class to support the children that remain in the class for more than one year. The long-term overviews demonstrate progression from one class to the next. 
Each child will continue to be assessed using the most appropriate pathway statements (blue/green/purple), these statements will guide the teachers when developing their TEACCH activities. These activities will also look at their APDR and EHCP outcomes. The children will be assessed again the percentage of statements completed and tracked on Evidence4Learning using the assessment booklets.  
The teaching is devised of the statements within the pathways linked to the below overview for each half term, this is a spiral curriculum that is adapted to meet the individual needs and interests within the class.
