My Play – Complex Green Pathway
Step 1
Developing Relationships with Others
· Initiates social interaction with adults and peers.
· Responds to interactions initiated by others.
· Shows a fascination with special peers.
· Seeks out familiar adults to play.
· Knows and responds to the terms: Mum and Dad.
Developing Play Skills
· Shares a space with peers.
· Chooses something to play with.
· Engages with to-and-fro style games with an adult, e.g. building and knocking down or rolling a ball.
Developing my Creativity through Music
· Explores musical instruments/voice and different ways of making sounds.
· Moves to music and attends to rhymes and songs, sometimes joining in.
Developing my Creativity through Art and Design
· Explores and experiments with a range of materials through sensory exploration.
· Explores a range of textures and notices a difference by responding differently to them.
Step 2
Developing Relationships with Others
· Builds relationships with special peers.
· Shows an interest in the activities of others.
· Recognises own family in photographs.
· Knows and responds to the terms: brother, sister and their names for their grandparents.
· Engages another person to help achieve a goal.
· Passes items to peers and adults.
· Uses gesture or vocalisation to express dislike when interacting with others.
Developing Play Skills
· Plays alongside others, sometimes sharing resources.
· Plays co-operatively with a familiar adult, copying some actions and play.
· Takes turns in structured adult-directed games. 
· Copies a simple routine in pretend play.
Developing my Creativity through Music
· Joins in the performance of a favourite song using voice, a prop or musical instrument.
· Adapts their movements to different props – e.g. ribbons, shakers, tapping stick etc.
· Experiences a range of musical styles and cultures.
Developing my Creativity through Art and Design
· Knows that their movements make marks and shows interest in the effects.
· Looks at images with interest and shows a preference.
· Explores a range of materials and tools to create different types of art.



Step 3
Developing Relationships with Others
· Communicates a choice of someone to play or communicate with.
· Interacts with new people appropriately, with some prompting from an adult.
· Knows and responds to the term: friend.
· Shows a caring nature towards other students.
· Gives out equipment, looking to see who still needs one.
· Walks away or protests if they don’t like something.
Developing Play Skills
· Co-operatively shares resources with their peers.
· Shows an anticipation of their turn during adult-directed structured games. 
· Acts out a simple routine in pretend play.
· Makes choices when dressing up and notices a change in their appearance.
Developing my Creativity through Music
· Chooses an instrument they would like to play and plays it with purpose or vocalises with intent.
· Copies a simple beat or rhythm.
· Responds to a range of musical styles and cultures.
· Copies an action in a familiar dance or song.
Developing my Creativity through Art and Design
· Experiments with shapes, colours and marks.
· Explores a range of construction and modelling materials.
· Shows an awareness of the purpose of familiar tools.
· Names the colour of an image or object and matches this in their work.















Step 4
Developing Relationships with Others
· Seeks out others to share experiences.
· Shows affection and concern for people who are special to them.
· Demonstrates an awareness of the different ways we interact with family, school staff or strangers.
· Uses naming vocabulary when communicating about familiar people e.g. Mum, friend, Nan etc.
· Indicates that they want someone to ‘stop’ or that they don’t like something.
Developing Play Skills
· Takes part in turn-taking with peers, with some attention to the other person’s go.
· Continues play with a peer once an adult has stepped away.
· Extends pretend play using their own idea.
· Chooses dressing up items for a familiar role, with adult support.
Developing my Creativity through Music
· Identifies an instrument from its sound.
· Copies a simple sound pattern using an instrument or their voice.
· Explores and learns how sounds can be changed – volume, pitch and tempo
· Moves rhythmically to a range of music.
Developing my Creativity through Art and Design
· Experiments with mixing colours.
· Selects materials and resources with increasing purpose.
· Describes the size or shape of an image or object and begins to represent this in their work.
· Communicates whether they like or don’t like their work or the work of others.


















Step 5
Developing Relationships with Others
· Can say who is their friend.
· Distinguishes between family, familiar adults and strangers.
· Recognises different family structures represented in stories or their own experience.
· Can name different relationships e.g. friend, Mum, brother, girlfriend.
· Does something spontaneous to help someone (e.g. pick something up).
· Expresses own preferences and interests to peers.
· Communicates that they want someone to ‘stop’ or that they don’t like something.
Developing my Play Skills
· Leads play by directing other people.
· Keeps play going by responding to what others are saying or doing.
· Sustains turn-taking with a peer with minimal support.
Developing my Creativity through Music
· Intentionally uses the different sounds that can be made from an instrument or their voice.
· Creates their own rhythm.
· Expresses a preference for a musical style or culture.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Creates own intentional movements as a response to music.
Developing my Creativity through Art and Design
· Experiments with creating shades of colours.
· Uses a range of construction equipment to create meaningful 3D structures.
· Describes the texture in an image or of an object and begins to represent this in their work.
· Begins to create simple drawings and paintings which visually represent familiar aspects of their world – e.g. a simple person, tree or house.
