My  World - Complex Green Pathway
Step 1
Exploring my World (home, school and the local community)
· Has an understanding of their familiar environments and is able to access them.
· Notices adults doing jobs in school.
· Tolerates unfamiliar environments with a familiar adult.
· Tolerates the proximity of unfamiliar adults in the community.
· Notices animals in the world around them.
· Notices adults doing jobs in the community or through role play.
· Joins a school community event or enterprise.
Exploring Time (past, present and future)
· Accepts that an activity is finished.
· Shows an awareness of the concept of now and next/first and then.
· Enjoys looking at photos of things they have done in the past.
Exploring Places (locally and across the world)
· Experiences a range of weather in context and wears appropriate clothing.
· Experiences and tolerates a trip beyond the local community.
· Engages with sensory experiences of different environments – eg jungle, ocean etc.
· Responds to adult coaching to look after the environment as they explore it – e.g. not to pick flowers or to pick up some rubbish.
Experiencing Different Cultures, Religions and Beliefs
· Explores resources from different communities, cultures and religions.
· Joins in a familiar celebration in the classroom.
















Step 2
Exploring my World (home, school and the local community)
· Moves around and finds areas in a familiar environment, located by name.
· Acknowledges adults doing jobs in school.
· Is comfortable in a range of different local settings and environments.
· Acknowledges animals in the world around them.
· Acknowledges unfamiliar people in the community who directly interact with them – eg a waiter or shop-keeper, or adults taking on these roles through role play.
· Participates in a school community event or enterprise.
Exploring Time (past, present and future)
· Engages with sensory stories about life in the past.
· Shows a confident understanding of now and next/first and then, by accepting one task finishing and anticipating the next.
· Shows recognition when looking at a photo of a past event.
Exploring Places (locally and across the world)
· Begins to show an awareness of sunny, raining and cold.
· Is curious when accessing a trip outside of the local community.
· Responds to sensory experiences of different environments – eg jungle, ocean etc.
· Helps to tidy the environment – e.g. pick up leaves or litter.
Experiencing Different Cultures, Religions and Beliefs
· Shows interest in different communities, cultures and religions.
· Willing to engage in new experiences in the classroom. 

















Step 3
Exploring my World (home, school and the local community)
· Finds areas in a familiar environment, located by need e.g. where we cook, where we collect the dinners, where we do PE.
· Interacts with adults who do a range of jobs in school.
· Actively seeks to engage in and explore aspects of unfamiliar environments.
· Recognises and identifies animals and pets in the world around them.
· Responds to adult modelling and prompts about appropriate behaviour in a community setting.
· Interacts with adults doing jobs in the community through real life or role play.
· Contributes to the preparation for a school community event or enterprise.
Exploring Time (past, present and future)
· Has an understanding of order e.g. a timetable.
· Communicates a single word about a photo of them in a past event.
· Shows curiosity in an artefact from a different historical period.
Exploring Places (locally and across the world)
· Can say what the weather is today.
· Understands that there are places away from their immediate environment.
· Begins to distinguish between simple features of different environments.
· Contributes to recycling by putting items in the green box or helping to empty recycling boxes.
Experiencing Different Cultures, Religions and Beliefs
· Responds positively to a wide range of people – familiar and unfamiliar; adults and peers; people from a range of communities, cultures and religions.
· Shows interest in a different culture or religion through celebrations, objects and food.
















Step 4
Exploring my World (home, school and the local community)
· Transitions independently within a familiar environment.
· Is able to adapt routines to an unfamiliar environment – e.g. use their toilet, eat somewhere different
· Greets people appropriately in the local community.
· Is aware of some of the jobs people do in the community and participates in work-based role play.
· Recognises jobs in stories.
· Recognises ways of caring for animals and participates in doing this.
· Takes on a role within a school community event or enterprise.
Exploring Time (past, present and future)
· Engages with a ‘count down’ calendar, showing awareness of an approaching event.
· Demonstrates an emerging awareness of yesterday/today/tomorrow.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Actively explores an artefact from a different historical period.
Exploring Places (locally and across the world)
· Chooses items of clothing to match the weather.
· Begins to know some key differences between summer and winter.
· Recognises some environments they have learned about and comments on what they see.
· Sorts rubbish into items for the bin or for the recycling box.
Experiencing Different Cultures, Religions and Beliefs
· Joins in with a sensory story based on a different community or culture to their own.
· Responds to themes of kindness, helping or caring through stories from a range of religions.

















Step 5
Exploring my World (home, school and the local community)
· Navigates a familiar environment independently to do a simple job.
· Knows and names the jobs that different adults have in our school.
· Communicates with an adult about the features of an unfamiliar environment.
· Communicates with a member of the public to meet a need (supervised).
· Knows the names of some jobs in the community and what those jobs involve.
· Identifies simple ways in which we may take care of different animals.
· Realises that through enterprise we can make money which can be used for other things.
Exploring Time (past, present and future)
· Communicates about something they did in the past.
· Communicates about an upcoming event.
· Recognises simple differences between photos of something in the past and present – eg a ship, clothing or home.
Exploring Places (locally and across the world)
· Shows a growing awareness of the features of the 4 seasons.
· Communicates about a trip they have been on outside of their local community.
· Names some environments they have learned about and says some key features of them.
· Begins to engage with concepts of what is good or harmful for the environment and why.
Experiencing Different Cultures, Religions and Beliefs
· Joins in an activity reflecting a different community or culture.
· Identifies themes of kindness, helping or caring through stories from a range of religions.
