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Step 1
Developing Relationships with Others
· Can name important family members
· Can name a friend 
· Shows an awareness of helping someone e.g. picking something up)
· Shows interest and enjoyment in watching their peers 
Developing my Play Skills
· Takes turns with an adult in a game or activity 
· Enjoys exploring new toys or activities alongside peers 
· Leads play by directing other people 
Developing my Creativity through Music
· Intentionally creates sounds that can be made from an instrument or their own voice 
· Attempts to copy a beat using body percussion or an untuned instrument 
· Listens to a piece of music attentively 
· Moves intentionally to a piece of music 
Developing my Creativity through Art and Design
· Explores tools and materials through play 
· Experiments with mixing colours to create different shades 
· Attempts to copy an adult modelling a technique or design 
· Looks at famous works of art and comments on something they can see 

Step 2
Developing Relationships with Others
· Can identify something they like about people who are important to them 
· Shows interest when interacting with peers
· Expresses a need for support when interaction with a peer makes them feel upset or angry 
Developing my Play Skills
· Takes turns with a peer and an adult in a game or activity 
· Shares toys or activities with a peer with support 
· Watches others play and then uses these ideas within their own play 
Developing my Creativity through Music
· Vocalises to the tune of a known song 
· Uses untuned instruments with purpose e.g. can stop and go when asked 
· Keeps a beat accurately using body percussion or an untuned instrument 
· Listens to a piece of music and expresses if they like or don’t like it 
· Enjoys dancing or moving to music 
Developing my Creativity through Art and Design
· Begins to use tools with purpose to create different marks or effects 
· Experiments with a range of media such as paint, chalk, collage, or junk modelling 
· Copies an adult modelling of a technique or design with some independence 
· Looks at famous works of art and expresses whether they like or don’t like it 

Step 3
Developing Relationships with Others
· Maintains a friendship with a peer over a period of time
· Chooses someone to play or work with 
· Accepts adult support to resolve conflict 
· Shows enjoyment in interacting with a peer for longer periods 
Developing my Play Skills
· Takes turns with a peer with minimal adult support 
· Shares toys or resources with peers when asked 
· Asks to join in a peer’s play 
· Role plays familiar activities such as ‘Home’ or ‘Supermarket’
Developing my Creativity through Music
· Attempt to sing along to known songs 
· Can use an instrument to play fast or slow 
· Can follow a simple rhythm using body percussion or an untuned instrument 
· Listens attentively to music and says what they like or don’t like about it 
· Moves with rhythm to music 
Developing my Creativity through Art and Design
· Adapts how tools are used to create different effects once modelled 
· Uses a range of construction materials to create meaningful 3D models 
· Uses their own ideas to adapt a modelled design 
· Draws simple recognisable shapes or objects e.g. a person or a tree 
· Looks at famous works of art and expresses an opinion on what they like or don’t like about it 


Step 4
Developing Relationships with Others
· Is able to sustain a friendship with a peer 
· Can work effectively with less-preferred peers 
· Resolves conflict with a peer following guidance from an adult 
Developing my Play Skills
· Takes turns with a peer independently 
· Willingly gives up a toy or resource to a peer who asks for it 
· While leading play, listens to a peer’s ideas and adapts play accordingly 
· Participates in less familiar role plays such as a chef in a restaurant or a dentist 
· Expresses their own multi-step ideas for a play or leisure activity 
Developing my Creativity through Music
· Begins to sing with some intonation and awareness of melody 
· Experiments with tuned instruments to create different sounds 
· Can use an instrument to play loud or quiet 
· Plays an instrument along to music, keeping to a beat or rhythm 
· Listens to a short piece of music and identifies a simple feature of it or the genre 
Developing my Creativity through Art and Design
· Chooses their own tools for their chosen design 
· Draws effectively to create recognisable objects, places or figures 
· Begins to make intentional shapes with malleable materials such as clay 
· Has their own ideas for designs but needs help to implement these effectively 
· Looks at famous works of art and identifies techniques or media used 

Step 5
Developing Relationships with Others
· Maintains a number of effective friendships 
· Adapts behaviour within a friendships to meet their peer’s needs 
· Can take part in a range of interactions with peers effectively 
· Can resolve conflict with a peer with minimal support 
· Adapts behaviour appropriately when interacting with a variety of people, depending on the situation 
Developing my Play Skills
· Independently takes turns with a range of peers consistently or within a group situation
· Understands that toys and resources need to be shared and helps peer group to do this 
· Can flexibly move between leading an activity and letting someone else lead 
· Can role play a wide range of imaginative scenarios 
· Initiates a game or activity and invites adults and peers to join 
Developing my Creativity through Music
· Sings songs and speaks chants and rhymes 
· Plays tuned and untuned instruments musically, creating a rhythm or melody 
· Listens to and expresses an opinion on a range of live and recorded music 
· Performs to others 
Developing my Creativity through Art and Design
· Demonstrates awareness when choosing a tool, e.g. using a larger brush for larger areas 
· Uses tools with purpose to make different effects, e.g. dabbing, rolling, long brushstrokes 
· Uses malleable materials such as clay effectively to create a model 
· Uses a variety of media effectively for drawing such as pencils, pens, charcoal, pastels and ICT software 
· Uses their own ideas within their design 
· Can sustain attention to add detail or decoration 
· Reflect on their own design and make links to famous artists’ work
