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Step 1
Exploring my World (home, school and the local community)
· Recognises and names familiar environments 
· Identifies animals that are kept as pets and say if they have a pet 
· Adapts to current weather by accepting appropriate clothing 
· Enjoys being outside in a natural environment 

Exploring Time (past, present and future)
· Communicates about something they did in the past 
· Anticipates an upcoming event 
· Recognises simple differences between pictures of old and new objects or events 

Exploring Places (locally and across the world)
· Shows an awareness of the features of the four seasons 
· Labels some environments they have learnt about e.g. desert, forest 
· Enjoys playing with small world reconstructions of different environments 

Exploring Different Cultures, Religions and Beliefs
· Engages in an activity reflecting a different culture or religion through stories, food, artefacts or music
· Recognises the customs and routines they take part in within their own family

Step 2
Exploring my World (home, school and the local community)
· Communicates about familiar environments e.g. talks about home 
· Identifies simple ways we look after pets 
· Adapts to current weather by choosing appropriate clothing 
· Plays with natural materials outside e.g. sticks or leaves 

Exploring Time (past, present and future)
· Uses time-related vocabulary to communicate about their experiences e.g. last week, tomorrow 
· Understands how long they have to wait for anticipated event 
· Can identify a picture that shows the past and a picture that shows the present 

Exploring Places (locally and across the world)
· Names the four seasons and some of the changes in these 
· Can identify some simple geographical features found in the UK e.g. beach, forest, city, road 
· Identifies some simple differences between two differing environments 

Exploring Different Cultures, Religions and Beliefs
· Be familiar with the key words or vocabulary associated with a religion or world view.
· Begins to explore a belief or view that is important to them 
· Experiences themes of kindness, helping or caring through stories from a range of religions 

Step 3

Exploring my World (home, school and the local community)
· Participates in visits to places in the local community 
· Recognises when they have been to place before 
· Identifies animals that live in the local environment, e.g. common local wildlife 
· Notices patterns in the natural environment
· Participates in gardening activities 
· Notices and labels the weather in their environment 

Exploring Time (past, present and future)
· Can communicate some of the ways they personally have changed over time 
· Names or communicates about an upcoming event e.g. an imminent school trip 
· Understands that some familiar inventions did not exist in the past e.g. telephones, televisions 
· Comments on images of familiar situations in the past

Exploring Places (locally and across the world)
· Recognises the cycle of growth and decay through the seasons 
· Can identify in which environment certain geographical features are found e.g. a cliff at the coast 
· Engages in making their own maps to represent familiar environments 

Exploring Different Cultures, Religions and Beliefs 
· Names some of the main world religions 
· Experiences different religious celebrations through their learning and identifies the purpose of the celebration
· Recognises the customs and routines they take part in and how these might be different for other people

Step 4
Exploring my World (home, school and the local community)
· Confidently navigates places in their local environment e.g. shops, park 
· Shows respect towards the living world within their local environment 
· Show an awareness of safety around animals 
· Identifies some ways to look after their local natural environment 
· Understands some ways in which the weather affects their immediate environment 

Exploring Time (past, present and future)
· Demonstrates a secure understanding of their own life history 
· Can identify something they would like to do in the future 
· Has an awareness of human history on a chronological timeline
· Can name some significant time periods and key features e.g Victorian, Roman 

Exploring Places (locally and across the world)
· Understands that different environments may have different weather patterns and seasons 
· Can identify landmarks and features on an appropriate map using a key 
· Begins to use a wider range of geographical vocabulary to describe different environments 
· Explores atlases or globes and points out places or features they know 
 
Exploring Different Cultures, Religions and Beliefs
· Names some of the beliefs or practices of a religion or world view 
· Identifies some similarities and differences between two religions 
· Recognises that some people may have different beliefs or values to their own 
· Begins to reflect on the meanings behind religious or moral stories 


Step 5
Exploring my World (home, school and the local community)
· Confidently navigates new environments on visits or trips 
· Explains some steps for looking after a garden 
· Identifies risks of approaching unknown animals 
· Explains why it is important to care for the natural environment around us 
· Can articulate about the possible different risks they may face in different weathers e.g. overheating or slipping on ice 

Exploring Time (past, present and future)
· Demonstrates an understanding of past, present and future events within their own life by communicating effectively about these 
· Communicates about their hopes or expectations of their future 
· Know where the people and events they are studying fit within a chronological framework 
· Identify similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods 
· Can name some significant events or figures in history beyond living memory 

Exploring Places (locally and across the world)
· Understands that the world is made of seven continents and five oceans, and can name some of these. 
· Can identify the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and North and South Poles 
· Confidently uses a range of geographical vocabulary to describe an environment 
· Can use world maps, atlases and globes to identify the United Kingdom as well as the countries, continents and oceans being studied 
· Uses an appropriate map to navigate a local environment, using some simple locational and directional language 

Exploring Different Cultures, Religions and Beliefs
· Names some different beliefs or practices of a religion 
· Can recount some common religious and moral stories from different religions 
· Identifies the meaning of some religious and moral stories 
· Articulates their own beliefs and values
